INSTRUCTIONS FOR TEST 3 CORRECTIONS

The basic idea is the same as always – but take careful note of some important specific guidelines!!!

Feel free to email me or better come and see me during office hours to talk about your midterm 3 results and corrections! Please turn your corrections in to me any time before class on Monday, December 3. 

There will be no credit for parts 

· which are not perfectly neat (including handwriting and graphs), structured and organized. As for graphs, you might consider using graph paper!

· where you don’t carefully follow the instructions below, e.g. don’t copy the problem down or fail to explain what your original mistake was.

· where the answer you got is still wrong.

· where you fail to show your work and explain how you found your answer. (This is particularly important for this test! You may not find your answers by using a calculator (which is considered cheating and a case for being reported to the UT juridicial services) and that’s why you have to CONVINCE me with your explanation that you know how to find the solution by just using your wonderful brainpower. If in doubt whether you have written enough, come and talk to me!!!)

Depending on neatness, correctness and completeness you will be credited back up to half the points that you missed on the original test. 

Remember to turn your original exam back in with your corrections. 

Here are the detailed instructions:

· Identify the problems (or part of problems) you got wrong on the exam. (Note that I will not award points for corrections to any bonus problems! You are welcome to turn those in if you like, and I will provide you with feedback.)

· For each of them, copy the problem to a separate sheet of paper – do NOT write anything on your original exam! Then work out a detailed correct solution, justifying and explaining every step in the solution process. 

· Usually, when you got one part of a problem wrong, I still gave you partial credit for continuing with your incorrect answer. When you do corrections, please follow through and make sure you rework all the parts that depend on the answer you had gotten wrong.

· Next go back to the work that you did during the test and analyze the error you had made. Write a short paragraph explaining the mistake you made, why you think you made that mistake and what you did to correct it. (Remember that not every error is just a “careless error”! Also, I will know if you just copied someone else’s solution or truly went through the process of understanding your previous mistake!)

· Finally, look back through old homeworks and lecture notes and identify when the corresponding material had been covered so that you will easier find the reference when studying for the final exam.
